The Dirty Dozen

Each year the IRS features
a last they call the “Dirty
Dozen” tax scams. Usually
these are frauds and scams
taxpayers attempt to evade
their tax liability, but this
year there are also scams
directed at the taxpayer.
Taxpayers are encouraged
to review the list in a special
section on IRS.gov and be
on the lookout for these con
games.

Phishing: Taxpayers need
to be on guard against fake
emails or websites looking to
steal personal information.
The IRS will never initiate
contact with taxpayers via
email about a bill or refund.
Don'’t click on one claiming
to be from the IRS.

SRS

Phone Scams: Phone
calls from criminals
impersonating IRS agents
remain an ongoing threat
to taxpayers. The IRS has
seen a surge of these
phone scams in recent
years as con artists
threaten taxpayers with
police arrest, deportation
and license revocation,
among other things.

Identity Theft: The IRS
continues to aggressively
pursue the criminals that
file fraudulent returns
using someone else’s
Social Security number.
